Younger children should be with a trusted adult. Ensure
older children take friends and stay together.

Walk on sidewalks and cross at corners, using traffic
signals and/or crosswalks.

Only visit homes with exterior lights on.

Don't let children enter a home unless you are with them.

Check candy before eating. Consider bringing a treat from
home so children don't snack on candy before you inspect.

Drivers should be extra cautious
on Halloween. Slow down,
anticipate heavy pedestrian
traffic and turn your headlights
on earlier in the day to spot
children from greater distances.
