Cumulative Portfolio:

A body of all artwork, including sketchbook-journals that the student has produced during the year.
Presentation Portfolio:  

A body of artwork assembled by the student each time his or her work is to be viewed by a college representative, a scholarship committee, or a prospective employer.  It should consist of 12-15 pieces that demonstrate the student’s ability to objectively select work based on technical quality, personal style, breadth, and concentration.  Included in the portfolio may be actual works, slides, or other appropriate presentation technology.  The portfolio may include sketchbooks-journals to reflect research, idea development, and visual problem solving.  Students are often required to write or talk about the works in their portfolios.  Teachers should provide guidance in this area.
