The attached report on class sizes provides infitomabout the numbers of students in the classsoom
of Arlington Public Schools as of September 30,8201

This report provides information on the distributiof students within classes at each school. Rignn
factors are included each year as part of the adopPS budget. These planning factors are usad as
guide to determine staffing at each school. #l$® important to recognize that there will be etfiéint
variances across schools due to distribution afesits in classes based on scheduling needs arahstud
selection of courses.

The information provided in this class size refctudes class sizes for elementary, middle antd hig
school levels, class sizes for secondary SOL cewsd class sizes for Arlington Community High
School, the Career Center, Langston and the Neecfans Program.

At the elementary level, it should be noted that¢hare a few situations where classes have extdeele
recommended maximum after the start of the scheat,yand provisions have been made according to
school board policy. The staffing committee meetgilarly to monitor the numbers and make the
necessary staffing adjustments as needed.

At the middle and high school levels, the repoctudes a number of course codes with a small number
of students. In many of these cases, coursesarallg combined together for certain HILT and

HILTEX classes, language classes and fine artseta#\t some of our alternative programs, singje di
numbers may indicate students taking on-line vessaf these courses. Finally, it should be nated t
this report represents one point in time and adjaats/changes in some class numbers may have been
made since the information was collected.

In addition to the report of class sizes for eletagn middle and high school, information is also
provided showing differences between this yearasl years for specific areas.

A study of elementary class sizes shows a continesalt in average class sizes at or below thenpign
factor guidelines.

In the report there are several classes with enesits of 27 or more at both the middle and higloskh
levels. Some electives, such as band and P/Eeslasgerate at these levels. There are core agidifio
language classes at the middle school level withliements of 27 or more and core and foreign laggua
classes at the high school level with enrolimer®©br more. These are provided on separate dges
this report.

In speaking with principals, many of the largersskes are the result of student requests for classkthe
challenge of scheduling students to try and mestehequests. This sometimes results in an uneven
distribution of students in classes for the samgsm In other cases, these are singleton clémsssme
courses and schools manage to those numbers. Wrenare larger numbers, the principals repott tha
they usually assign an additional teacher (Spé&aialkation or HILT teacher) to work with some of the
students in those classes. They also reporthkaethnumbers change over time as students makgeshan
or teachers recommend movement to another levéhésame course.
