SCOPE WORK
Arlington Public Schools (APS) is soliciting Bids from qualified Bidders for a parking facility located within one-half (½) of a mile from Wilson Secondary located at 1601 Wilson Boulevard, Arlington, VA 22209. The Contractor shall be responsible for the management of the garage, assignment of parking spaces, and the issuance of parking decals, (the “Work”). APS is located at the Syphax Education Center at Sequoia Plaza, 2110 Washington Blvd., Arlington, Virginia 22204, Department of Facilities & Operations and the Office of Design & Construction is the lead group utilizing and deploying the Work.

1.1 Contractor shall provide parking spaces each month for between fifty and one hundred and seventy (50-170) vehicles within one-half (½) of a mile radius of Wilson Secondary.

1.2 Contractor shall operate the DPA in a first-class manner, providing paved flat lots or parking decks.

1.3 Parking facilities shall be clean and well lighted.
